1. Primary firm service is the most reliable. It is a point-to-point
delivery.
2. Secondary firm service is a point-to-zone delivery.

3. Interruptible service means gas delivery is only available if
there is space in the interstate pipelines that isn’t needed for
primary and secondary firm users.
